Alice's Adventures in Wonderland is an 1965 Bnglish vovel by Lewis Carreoll,
aka Onarles Dodgson, a math professor at Oxford Uviversity. The book has
never been out of privt and has been translated into 174 languages. T+s legacy
covers adaptations for screew, radio, art, ballet, opera, musicals, thewme parks,
board games and video games. Carroll published a seduel i 1&H ewtitled Through
the Looking-lass. While Wonderland incorporates a plaving card wotif throughout,
Looking-@Glass is set on a great chessboard. Artist Johm Tewniel created the
much beloved wood-engraved illustrations for both books. As with many adaptations,
We Plavers’ Adventures with Alice wncorporates characters and scenes from both
stories.
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The Place

(Golden Garte Park was carved out of unpromising sand duves kvown as the Outside
Lands, in an unincorporated area west of San Francisco's then-currewt borders,
Field engineer Wiliam Hammond Hall prepared a survey and topographic map of
the park site in 1D70 and became its first commissioner. To stabilize the sand
dunes covering 3[4 of the park's 1,017 acres ivto green lavd, Scottish gardever
Jolm WeLarew planted bent grass seedings +o hold the groud A \
together. WeLaren was then able o introduce vew species, and is r\_\
credited with adding over 700 new ypes of trees o Califorvia within oS
ove viear. The park has continued to grow and evolve both in landscape <
and usagge ever since. Today, San Fravcisco Recreation and Parks 4
tends and cares for this green and Golden park, among many others, N
with devotion and a sustaived vision of “Parks For All Forever’. Explore and enjoy!




Production Notes

“Alice! The dream child wandering through a land of wonders wild and new....”

Callooh! Callay! Oh frabjous day! We've come galumphing back, ready +o play
in vew ways, with vew eyes of wownder! We're delighted to share this journey
with YO, fellow traveler, through the looking-glass, and through a lush
and verdant streteh of Golden Gate Park. Ttself somethivg of a fantasy
made real, the park is the dream child of public landscape visionaries and
champions, William Hammond Hall and John WMeLaren, The two guided the
travsformation from tract of sand duves to over 1000 acres of dynamic
ecosystem guarded by tall cypress avd eucalyptus, with welcoming bravches
for red-tailed hawks to perch in the branches above. Now, together,
let’s follow Alice following the White Rabbit and search for where the
momeraths outgrabe.

In 1994, when T was 1% and a high school sevier v the quiet wildervess
of western Massachusetts, I directed wmy first full-blown production.
The piece? Wy first adaptation for the stage: Ecila. Alice nverted,
backwards, and through the looking-glass. Wy fellow young thespians,
from both my own and weighborivg county schools, banded together +o
create our own iew world. Wy father built the 10’ pillar that served as
perch for the omniscient Cheshire Cat who lounged on high while observing/
puppeting Alice through the potent pockets of wownderland. I 2003, T
marked another right of passage (college commencement) with a romp
through the wilds, albeit far more manicured, on the grounds of the
Stanford maunsolenm avd surroundivg arboretum. Jabberwocky, my sevior
thesis, involved the talents of students transformed from folks studying
medicine and law and anthropology and astrophysics into red dqueevs and
white dueens and acrobatic egas and twins with Mohawks (and one with
an inverse mohawk) avd evew into slithey toves and banderswatches
cavorting and balancing each other and partuering with the ewvirows.
2.0+ Jears later, on the cusp of We Players’ 25t awiversary, another
threshold, another Alice.

Today, under the tumtum trees we'll share stories and wander through
a land of wonders wild and vew. Pay attention, there are details to votice
and savor. There are White Rabbits to catch glimpses of in the distance.
And hawks who might perch overhead. Certainly there are colors and
textures in the landscape, and flashes of sunlight o dazele yon.

There are familiar faces and new ones +oo. Creatures vyou'll recoguize, and
new interpretations to become curious about. There are lots of silly jokes
and geveral wonderland whimsy and wildness. But as you listen closely,
perhaps there are also poignant moments of pathos and profundity +o
cateh and collect and stash in your pocket for further wonderment. There
are questions and expressions of Time to warvel at. Does it really move
forward in an unbroken chain of sequential tics and tocs? Or is it more
slippery and cireular? what sor+ of things do vou remember best? Perhaps
those that havew't happened yet, like the White Queen? A lesson in
Imagination perhaps?

Stretehing that critical sixth sewse takes practice, you know. Avd if you
practice practice practice, perhaps you +oo will come +o believe at least
six impossible things before breakfast! Or perhaps, one day you will meet
a real live unicorn, who you will marvel at and be a bit frightened by; and
the uvicorn will wonder at vou +oo - having never met a real person such
as vourself, You and the unicorn will cautionsly agree +o believe in one avother.
And thus, your imagination will have given you strength +o explore and
conect and wavder through this land of wovders wild and vew with clear
eves avd a kind heart, Let’s practice together viow shall we? Draw a lovg
breath, and close your eyes... Or rather, we'll modify the white Queen’s

mstruction. Tustead, tie your shoes, zip up your jacket, adiust your pack,
and grab vour folding stool. T+'s time. Follow the dream child. Alice!
Off we go!
